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Explanation on Summary of Aichi Bar Association Dispute Resolution Center
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This document explains, pursuant to the Law on Promotion of Use of Alternative Dispute Resolution
(the "ADR Law"), the summary of the proceedings at Aichi Bar Association Dispute Resolution Center
(the "Center") with respect to ADR commissioned by the Ministry of Foreign Affairs based on the
Convention on the Civil Aspects of International Child Abduction (the "Hague Convention™).

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1 Areas of disputes handled at the Center
The Center handles civil disputes.
The aim of the ADR for Hague Convention is to form an agreement on return of a child or parents'
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access to a child through discussion between the applicant and the respondent. You can also discuss
child-support payments, divorce or other matters related to family (hereinafter referred to as "ancillary
matters").
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2 Type of ADR proceedings
There are two types of ADR proceedings: (1) mediation (mediators will help the parties solve the
dispute through mutual discussion) and (2) arbitration (arbitrators will make decision based on an
agreement between the parties to refer the dispute to arbitrator's decision). There are some cases
where mediation proceeding is changed to arbitration proceeding based on the parties' agreement or
where arbitrators recommend settlement during the arbitration proceeding.
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3 Method of Application
(1) Applicant
If you wish to solve your dispute through mediation / arbitration by the Center, please receive
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explanation on the summary of the proceeding in advance based on this explanation document. If
you have any questions, please contact the Center through e-mail.

You can not apply for mediation / arbitration orally. You need to prepare the application form in
English or Japanese as a general rule, attach necessary documents (e.g., photocopy of the decision for
assistance by the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Japan, power of attorney, photocopy of evidences
and this document with your signature at the end, photocopy of your passport) and submit them to
the front desk of the Center through international courier, EMS or e-mail. You may be allowed to
submit the application form in other language depending on the Center's decision.

If the application form or other documents or evidences are in English or other foreign language,
please attach Japanese translation thereof. If Japanese translation is not attached, the mediators /
arbitrators will decide documents and evidences to be translated into Japanese and the Center will
have them translated into Japanese at the Center's cost. The parties do not need to bear the
translation costs.

The number of copies of the application form and evidences to be submitted is the number of
respondent plus 4.

(2) Respondent

After receiving explanation on the proceeding provided in Clause 5, please notify the Center of
whether you will participate in the mediation / arbitration proceeding or not. You may notify it
orally (including telephone, hereinafter the same), but it is recommended that you use the answer
form enclosed.

If you will participate in the mediation / arbitration proceeding, please also submit a written
answer. When you submit written answer and other documents in Japanese, please attach translation
thereof in the language used by the applicant as far as you can. In case documents or other
evidences are submitted in Japanese only, the mediators / arbitrators will decide documents and
evidences to be translated and the Center will have them translated into the language used by the
applicant at the Center's cost. The parties do not need to bear the translation costs.

If you will participate in the mediation / arbitration proceeding, the number of copies of documents
and evidences to be submitted is the number of applicant plus 4.

(3) Attorneys

This project is conducted by the Dispute Resolution Center of Aichi Bar Association, which is one
of the Bar Associations in Japan. Thus, as a general rule, only lawyers under the Japanese law may
represent a party in the mediation / arbitration proceeding.
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4 Selection of mediators / arbitrators, secretarial lawyers and translators
(1) Mediators / arbitrators will be selected by the Center from the list of candidates (lawyers with
experience of 10 years or more, scholars, or people with knowledge in the special area or legal
practice) prepared by the Center. Alternatively, the parties may select mediators / arbitrators by
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mutual agreement.

(2) In usual cases, 1 lawyer will be mediator / arbitrator as a general rule. However, in the case of
ADR for Hague Convention, 2 mediators / arbitrators (male and female) will be selected as a general
rule and 3 mediators / arbitrators may be selected in some cases.

(3) In addition to the mediators / arbitrators, a secretarial lawyer may be appointed from lawyers or
people with special knowledge to support mediators / arbitrators.

(4) For cases in which a foreigner is a party, a translator may be appointed from the list of translators.
The parties do not need to bear the translator's fees.
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5 GConfirmation of the respondent’s intent to participate in the proceeding
(1) When the Center accepts application for mediation / arbitration, the Center will confirm whether
the respondent intends to participate in the proceeding or not. This will be done by enclosing a
document explaining the summary of the proceeding when sending the application, evidences, answer
form and other related documents to the respondent, and confirming orally before the first mediation /
arbitration session.
(2) If the Center is unable to confirm the respondent's intent by the first mediation / arbitration session,
and the respondent appears to the first mediation / arbitration session, the Center will confirm whether
the respondent intends to participate in the proceeding before commencing the proceeding.
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6 How to Proceed
(1) Summary of the proceeding is as written in a separate flow chart.
Mediators / arbitrators will listen to explanations from the both parties in a careful and kind manner,
and in a neutral position.
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(2) Mediation / arbitration will be conducted in Japanese or in English. You may be allowed to use
other language depending on the Center's decision.

(3)The party residing outside Japan may attend mediation / arbitration sessions through Internet
television conference system or international telephone.

The party residing in Japan needs to come to the Center to attend mediation / arbitration sessions as
a general rule.

However, you may be allowed to attend mediation / arbitration sessions through
Internet television conference system or telephone depending on your situation.

(4) There may be cases in which the mediators / arbitrators listen to explanations from applicant and
respondent on different dates.

(5) Each mediation / arbitration session will be conducted at the Center for around two hours between
10 am and 4 pm Japan time.

As a general rule, we will aim to solve the case in around 3 sessions.

(6) There may be cases in which the mediators/ arbitrators listen to explanations from one of the parties

or make inquiries or research on necessary matters through telephone or other means outside
mediation / arbitration sessions, in order to facilitate an appropriate resolution of the case.
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7 Method of notice / communication

(1) Service and notice of application, settlement agreement, photocopy of arbitration award,
withdrawal, notice for leave, document specifying the claim, notice of conclusion of the proceeding

shall be made by registered mail, return receipt requested, EMS or e-mail (excluding the case where
delivered to the party in person in exchange for a receipt) .

(2) Service and notice of other matters shall be made by means which the Center considers
appropriate, such as ordinary mail, telephone, facsimile or e-mail.
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8 Preservation and return of documents submitted

(1) The original settlement agreement and the original arbitration award will be preserved at the Center

for 30 years after conclusion of the proceeding. Other records and documents will be preserved at the
Center for 10 years after conclusion of the proceeding.

(2) The original evidence will be returned on mediation / arbitration sessions as a general rule.

If
there are any original evidences that could not be returned for some reason, the Center will dispose of
them after 10 years have passed after conclusion of the case.
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9 Treatment of Confidential Information
Mediation / arbitration proceeding is not disclosed to public. Mediators / arbitrators, secretarial
lawyers, translators and officers of Aichi Bar Association owe duties of confidentiality and the
proceeding will be kept confidential. In addition, documents and information submitted during the
mediation / arbitration proceeding will be kept confidential. Provided, however, that Center may
provide information related to the parties and the proceedings to the Ministry of Foreign Affairs.
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10 When the case is terminated halfway
(1) In case of mediation
Applicant may withdraw the application. The respondent may leave from the proceeding. In either
case, please submit a document (withdrawal, notice for leave) .
When mediators judge that formation of settlement agreement cannot be expected, taking into
consideration the nature of the dispute, the parties’ will to compromise and other situations, the
mediators may terminate the proceeding.
(2) In case of arbitration
The applicant may withdraw the application (provided that the respondent does not object to the
withdrawal) . In that case, please submit a written withdrawal.
Avrbitrators will dismiss the application when the parties’ agreement to arbitrate is void or there is a
ground for revoking the agreement. The arbitration proceeding will also end when both parties agree
to terminate the proceeding.
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11 Document to be prepared when parties reach an agreement / arbitration award
(1) In case of mediation

Mediators will prepare a settlement agreement containing the contents of the settlement and (if
ancillary matters are agreed to) the contingency fee and proportion of its burden in Japanese.
Translation of the settlement agreement in English or other foreign language will be attached. Both
parties shall sign / affix seal on the settlement agreement, and mediators / arbitrators will sign / affix
seal on the settlement agreement as witnesses. The number of copies of settlement agreement to be
prepared is the number of parties plus 1 as a general rule, and one original document will be
delivered in hand to each party or sent by registered mail, return receipt requested, or EMS
afterwards.

In cases where mediators consider it appropriate, mediators may have a settlement agreement
formed by having both parties sign / affix seal on a document stating that he / she accepts the terms
of settlement proposed by the mediators and submit such document to the Center. In this case,
mediators will produce Document of Settlement (i.e. a document containing the contents of the
settlement agreement and stating that the settlement agreement has been formed) and attach the
documents submitted by the parties thereto. The number of copies of Document of Settlement to be
produced is the number of parties plus 1, and one original document will be delivered in hand to each
party or sent by registered mail, return receipt requested, or EMS afterwards.

(2) In case of arbitration

Arbitrators will prepare arbitration award containing main text, reasons for the decision (which
will be omitted when the award follows the contents settled by the parties) and (if ancillary matters
are decided) the contingency fee and proportion of its burden in Japanese, and sign / affix seal on
the document. Translation of the arbitration award in English or other foreign language will be
attached. A photocopy of the award will be delivered in hand to each party or sent by registered
mail, return receipt requested, or EMS afterwards.

12 Types, amount, calculation method, payment method of fees

(1) In principle, you do not need to pay fees to file mediation / arbitration proceedings.

(2) If the settlement agreement or the arbitration award only addresses return of or access to children,
you will not need to pay contingency fee. However, if the settlement agreement or the arbitration
award contains ancillary matters too, you may be required to pay contingency fee for the ancillary
matters in the amount to be determined by the mediator / arbitrator (consumption tax will be added) .
As a general rule, the contingency fee shall be borne equally by the parties.

(3) Other expenses

Expenses to use Internet television conference system (e.g., expenses for buying PCs, speakers,
microphones set, Internet connection usage charges) and telephone charges based on the contract with
telephone company shall be borne by each party. Further, a party who attends the mediation /
arbitration sessions conducted in Nagoya must pay for his/her own travel and hotel expense.

Also, fees to retain lawyers shall be borne by each party.

(4) Payment of contingency fee from abroad and refund of overpaid amount overseas (if any) shall be

made by yen-based international postal money orders. No other method of money transfer (i.e. check,

credit card) may be used. Costs incurred for any refund from the Center shall be borne by the parties
and will be deducted from the amount to be refunded.
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13 Handling of complaints
(1) Complaints regarding mediation / arbitration proceeding shall be made to the Center orally
(including telephone) or in writing (including facsimile and e-mail) .
(2) The Center will take appropriate measures such as research regarding contents of the complaint,
and notify the person who made the complaint of the facts confirmed and the measure taken when the
Center considers it necessary.
